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Feature Article Submission Guidelines 

The purpose of Pollution Engineering magazine is to help environmental professionals succeed in business by giving them superior information. We accomplish this by gathering information on companies that provide equipment and services that help the readers improve performance in the form of articles and product information.
Readers generally do not have a lot of time on the job to read. Therefore an article must get to the point quickly with enough information for the user to make an informed decision. Also, we find that if the article reads like a commercial, the reader will generally not complete it. Company and product names should not be listed in a feature article no more than once at most. Do not include trademarks, registrations marks, marketing jargon, etc. in the text. Instead, a short statement at the end of the article should contain information on where and/or whom the reader can contact for additional information. Contact information can be a phone number and/or an e-mail address. 

A simple article in Pollution Engineering will reach tens of thousands of environmental professionals and is a powerful tool when properly used. Our guidelines are:
1. Attach pictures separately to make points in article clear (VERY IMPORTANT: at least two photos).

2. Send all graphics separately. DO NOT EMBED PHOTOS OR GRAPHICS IN THE DOCUMENT. 
3. Pictures and graphs should be in JPEG or Tiff format with at least 900 by 1200 pixels or better resolution.
4. If we choose your article as a cover story, we may consider one of the photos for a cover position, which requires a higher photo resolution. The resolution must be, at a MINIMUM, at least 2700 pixels wide by 3600 pixels high.
5. Articles should be no longer than 1,500 words in length.

6. Articles should be submitted electronically in MS Word format.

7. Try to answer the following questions, not necessarily in this order:

· Why is technology needed?

· Who will benefit?

· How will it benefit?

· Will it save money and how much?

· How does it work?

· How long has it been operational?

· How does it compare to older technology?

· Can data be verified?

· Who are you?

· Where and how can you be reached for further information?
